With the select 32 members of the Musica Sacra chorus and a chamber orchestra of experienced players, Mr. Tritle conducted an impressively transparent and vibrant “Messiah.” He has worked extensively in the early-music movement. Yet there was no interpretive agenda evident here. The tempos tended to be fleet and the textures clear. But from the first phrases of the orchestral sinfonia that begins the piece, played with crisp but unexaggerated articulation of the dotted-note rhythms, the music-making was beguilingly natural.

Conductor Kent Tritle continues to shine as “the brightest star in New York’s choral music world” (The New York Times, 12/09) in the 2010-2011 season with the three organizations of which he is music director:  Choir & Orchestra of St. Ignatius Loyola (the Sacred Music in a Sacred Space series) and Musica Sacra, two of New York’s most acclaimed professional vocal ensembles; and the Oratorio Society of New York, the 200-voice amateur chorus that is one of the city’s oldest cultural institutions. In the coming season he leads some of the choral repertoire’s major works; world, U.S., and New York premieres of works by American, Hungarian, and Czech composers; and rarely-performed gems of the choral repertoire:

· Handel’s Jephtha with the Choir & Orchestra of St. Ignatius Loyola – a rare performance of the composer’s last oratorio, with soloists including Susanna Phillips.  This marks Tritle’s first performance of this work.  October 13, 2010, at the Church of St. Ignatius Loyola
*Time Out New York, 2009
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· Handel’s Israel in Egypt with Musica Sacra – Tritle leads this oratorio, a showcase for choral singing, for the first time in 12 years. February 23, 2011, at Carnegie Hall
· Mendelssohn’s Elijah with the Oratorio Society of New York – A performance utilizing Tritle’s own English-language edition of Mendelssohn’s oratorio masterpiece.  April 27, 2011, at Carnegie Hall

· U.S. premieres of new works with the Choir & Orchestra of St. Ignatius Loyola – Hungarian composer Viktor Kalabis’s Song of Songs, evoking the passion of Solomon; and Czech composer Juraj Filas’s Concertino-Doppio Per Virtuosi “Salamandra immortale,” for violin and cello with orchestra, along with Liszt’s Missa Choralis for choir, soloists, and organ.  November 17, 2010, at the Church of St. Ignatius Loyola
· U.S. premiere of Francesco Scarlatti’s Miserere with the Choir & Orchestra of St. Ignatius Loyola – There are a number of recordings of this work by Francesco Scarlatti, brother of Alessandro and uncle of Domenico, but it has had no prior U.S. performance.  The program also includes Vivaldi’s Stabat Mater with soloist Sasha Cooke.  April 13, 2011, at the Church of St. Ignatius Loyola

· Premieres and recording of new works with Musica Sacra – Musica Sacra’s expanded season –  four concerts, up from three the previous season – features an a cappella program of new music featuring works in their world premiere (Daniel Brewbaker, a setting of e.e. cummings text; and Michael Gilbertson’s Three Madrigals after Dowland), and New York premiere (Zachary Patten’s Magnificat, Christopher Theofanidis’s Messages to Myself, and Behzad Ranjbaran’s We Are One) performances.  The program will be recorded for release on the MSR Music label, reviving a Musica Sacra recording tradition that includes more than ten releases on the RCA, Deutsche Grammophon, and BMG (Vanguard) labels.  May 13, 2011, at Alice Tully Hall
· Strauss’s Deutsche Motette and Beethoven’s Christ on the Mount of Olives with the Choir & Orchestra of St. Ignatius Loyola – These two gems of the choral repertoire are not often programmed:  Strauss’s Deutsche Motette, a work for a cappella choir and soloists divided into 20 parts spanning four octaves (February 9, 2011); and Beethoven’s Christ on the Mount of Olives, the composer’s only oratorio, that features Beethoven’s “Hallelujah” chorus (May 25, 2011, both at the Church of St. Ignatius Loyola).

· Manhattan School of Music – Brahms’s Ein Deutsches Requiem – As Director of Choral Activities at the Manhattan School of Music, Kent Tritle coaches the school’s Symphonic Choir, Chamber Choir, and Schola.  He leads the Symphonic Choir in a performance of Brahms’s Ein Deutsches Requiem, the first performance of the work mounted by the school in more than 20 years, on November 20, 2010.  

· Handel’s Messiah – Times Three - Kent Tritle is front and center at many New Yorkers’ beloved holiday Messiah experiences:  he leads the annual performances of the work by the Oratorio Society of New York (December 20, 2010) and Musica Sacra (December 21 & 22, 2010), all at Carnegie Hall; and, as organist of the New York Philharmonic, participates in five more performances (December 14-18, 2010).

And, in addition to the above, Tritle leads performances of Poulenc’s Gloria and Saint-Saëns’s Requiem (Oratorio Society of New York, 3/7/11), Bach’s motet Jesu, meine Freude with works by Carissimi and Charpentier (Musica Sacra, 10/23/10); Handel’s Foundling Hospital Anthem (Choir & Orchestra of St. Ignatius Loyola, 5/25/11); and a cappella works ranging from Gregorian chant to American hymns and spirituals (Choir of St. Ignatius Loyola, 2/9/11) – see full programs in the schedule below.

Musica Sacra and Oratorio Society of New York in Lincoln Center Festival 2010

Kent Tritle is preparing two of his choruses for their participation in the 2010 Lincoln Center Festival’s Varèse: (R)evolution two-concert series of Varèse’s complete works:   Musica Sacra performs with the International Contemporary Ensemble, So Percussion, and conductor Steven Schick in Part I on July 19; and Oratorio Society of New York performs with the New York Philharmonic and conductor Alan Gilbert in Part II on July 20.  Tritle’s choruses are increasingly participating in collaborations with other New York organizations.

Synergy in Tritle’s Choral World

Tritle’s activities across New York City in his various capacities can be uniquely synergistic.  As music director of the Oratorio Society of New York, Tritle is a judge in the society’s Lyndon Woodside Solo Competition for singers, currently in its 35th year.  A winner of the competition, tenor Joseph Mikolaj, will be a featured soloist in Musica Sacra’s Baroque Gems program at Alice Tully Hall on October 23, 2010 – an opportunity created by Tritle.

Educational Activities in 2010-2011 

In addition to being on the faculties of the Manhattan School of Music and The Juilliard School, Kent Tritle is often asked to lead workshops and participate in conferences on choral conducting; in 2010-2011, he leads choral workshops at the National Pastoral Musicians Choral Institute, in his home town of Spirit Lake, Iowa, and for the Fort Worth, Texas, chapter of the American Guild of Organists.  And he returns to the Metropolitan Opera Guild, by popular demand following his April 2010 master class in oratorio, to give a master class in the Requiem masses of Mozart, Verdi, and Fauré on March 20, 2011.

Organ Performances in 2010-2011

In the summer of 2010, Kent Tritle performs an organ recital in Wiesbaden.  Tritle plays his annual solo organ recital to kick off the 2010-2011 season of the Sacred Music in a Sacred Space series at the Church of St. Ignatius Loyola, a program of works by Bach, Buxtehude, and Mendelssohn and Reger’s Choral Fantasy on “Hallelujah! Gott zu loben” on September 12, 2010.  He also performs recitals on historic organs in upstate New York:  at Old Dutch Church in Sleepy Hollow, New York (a replica of an old Dutch instrument), and Historic Smithfield Presbyterian Church in Amenia, New York (an historic American instrument).
Recent Recording Acclaim
Gramophone magazine said of Tritle’s 2009 recording of Ginastera’s The Lamentations of Jeremiah and Schnittke’s Concerto for Choir with the Choir of St. Ignatius Loyola, “The most striking aspect of the choir’s interpretations (recorded live in concert) is its warmth and depth of feeling.  They sustain a breathtaking atmosphere of ethereal melancholy in the middle movement of the Ginastera, and the Schnittke is thrillingly ardent.”

KENT TRITLE

Kent Tritle is one of America’s leading choral conductors.  Called “the brightest star in New York’s choral music world,” he is founder and Music Director of Sacred Music in a Sacred Space, the acclaimed concert series at the Church of St. Ignatius Loyola in New York City; Music Director of the Oratorio Society of New York and of Musica Sacra; Director of Choral Activities at the Manhattan School of Music; and a member of the graduate faculty of The Juilliard School.  An acclaimed organ virtuoso, he is also the organist of the New York Philharmonic and the American Symphony Orchestra.

Kent Tritle’s 2009-2010 season included performances of Mozart’s Requiem (St. Ignatius Loyola and Manhattan School of Music), Mendelssohn’s Paulus (Oratorio Society of New York), and Handel’s Messiah (Musica Sacra and Oratorio Society), and the U.S. premieres of John Tavener’s Requiem and Valentin Silvestrov’s Diptychon (St. Ignatius Loyola) He led  master classes in oratorio performance for the Metropolitan Opera Guild and at the 2010 Classical Singer convention, and was the featured soloist with the New York Philharmonic in performances of Saint-Saëns’ “Organ” Symphony led by Sir Andrew Davis.

In more than 150 concerts presented by the Sacred Music in a Sacred Space series in the past 21 seasons, Kent Tritle has conducted the Choir and Orchestra of St. Ignatius Loyola in a broad repertoire of sacred works, from Renaissance masses and oratorio masterworks to premieres by notable living composers.  As Director of Music Ministries at St. Ignatius Loyola, Mr. Tritle oversees a program that annually produces more than 400 services with music. Since his appointment there in 1989, he has led the church’s professional choir to critical acclaim and developed the 50-voice volunteer Parish Community Choir.

Kent Tritle in 2010-2011 season marks his sixth season as Music Director of the Oratorio Society of New York, New York City's acclaimed 200 voice volunteer chorus. In addition to leading the Society’s annual Messiah performances at Carnegie Hall, he has conducted repertoire such as Paul Moravec’s Songs of Love and War, and the Fauré Requiem. In 2008, the Oratorio Society joined the Juilliard Orchestra in a performance of Bernstein’s Symphony No. 3, “Kaddish,” conducted by Alan Gilbert, part of the Bernstein: The Best of all Possible Worlds festival sponsored by the New York Philharmonic and Carnegie Hall.

Kent Tritle marks his fourth season in 2010-2011 as Music Director of Musica Sacra, the longest continuously performing professional chorus in New York City.  Recent concerts by New York’s premier professional chorus performing sacred music in concert halls have included Mozart’s Mass in C Minor at Carnegie Hall, Bach cantatas at Alice Tully Hall, a program of works by Arvo Pärt and Morton Feldman for a WNYC New Sounds Live concert; Bach’s Mass in B Minor and St. John Passion, and the annual performances of Handel’s Messiah at Carnegie Hall.

As part of his work as Director of Choral Activities at the Manhattan School of Music, Kent Tritle recently led student forces in performances of Mozart’s Requiem and Schubert’s Mass in G.  Kent Tritle is also renowned as a master clinician giving workshops on conducting and repertoire. In July 2008 he was a featured conductor at the Berkshire Choral Festival, where he led a performance of Handel’s Solomon performed by a chorus of 215 voices, and he returns to the festival in the summer of 2011to conduct a select choir in Monteverdi’s Vespers of 1610.
From 1996 to 2004, Mr. Tritle was Music Director of the Emmy-nominated Dessoff Choirs, winners of the ASCAP/Chorus America award for adventurous programming of contemporary music. Under his direction the Dessoff Choirs performed with the Cleveland Orchestra, New York Philharmonic, San Francisco Symphony, and Czech Philharmonic, as well as a nationally telecast Live from Lincoln Center concert of Mozart’s Requiem. 

Mr. Tritle has prepared choruses for conductors Philippe Entremont, Christoph von Dohnányi, Leonard Slatkin, Michael Tilson Thomas, Robert Spano, Gerard Schwarz, Vladimir Spivakov, Nicholas McGegan, Leon Botstein, and Dennis Russell Davies. Among the soloists with whom he has collaborated are singers Renée Fleming, Jessye Norman, Hei-Kyung Hong, Marilyn Horne, Susanne Mentzer, Susan Graham, and Sherrill Milnes; cellist Yo-Yo Ma; pianist André Previn; and actor Tony Randall.

As an organist, Mr. Tritle has appeared often as a guest artist with the Chamber Music Society of Lincoln Center. As an organ recitalist he performs regularly in Europe and across the United States; recital venues have included the Leipzig Gewandhaus, the Zurich Tonhalle, the Church of St. Sulpice in Paris, Dresden’s Hofkirche, King’s College at Cambridge, and Westminster Abbey.  With the Philharmonic he has recorded Brahms’ Ein Deutsches Requiem, Britten’s War Requiem and Henze’s Symphony No. 9, all conducted by Kurt Masur, as well as the Grammy-nominated Sweeney Todd conducted by Andrew Litton. He is featured on the DVD The Organistas and Creating the Stradivarius of Organs.

At the Church of St. Ignatius Loyola, Kent Tritle was artistic consultant on the design and installation of the four-manual, 68-stop mechanical action organ, which was dedicated in 1993. This instrument again drew national attention in July 2007 in a program of organ concertos for the American Guild of Organists conducted by Mr. Tritle, with corresponding critical success.

Kent Tritle has made more than a dozen recordings on the Telarc, AMDG, Epiphany, Gothic, VAI and MSR Classics labels. His most recent CDs with the Choir of St. Ignatius Loyola, Ginastera’s The Lamentations of Jeremiah and Schnittke’s Concerto for Choir; and Wondrous Love, music from 1,000 years of sacred repertoire, have been praised by Gramophone, the American Record Guide, and The Choral Journal. 

Mr. Tritle holds graduate and undergraduate degrees from The Juilliard School in organ performance and choral conducting and has been on the Juilliard faculty since 1996, currently directing a graduate practicum on oratorio in collaboration with the school’s Vocal Arts Department, and teaching choral conducting. He has been featured on ABC World News Tonight, National Public Radio, and Minnesota Public Radio, as well as in The New York Times.
